The testimony of Hazel Whatson’s healing

During the six years as Rector of Avondale Anglican Church in Harare we witnessed many sovereign acts of healing, (which are recorded elsewhere) but this story is one of the most remarkable. 

Hazel, a woman of about 50 with adult children, had been involved in a car accident in which both her ankles were severely injured. Over a period of four years she received physiotherapy and medical help. Her right foot and ankle responded slowly to the point where it was completely restored to normal without pain. But her left foot made no improvement at all. 

Hazel was attending an Alpha Course at the church. On the penultimate evening she was sitting in an aisle seat near the front of the hall. Just before I finished the talk suddenly without any warning her leg suddenly straightened with a jerk and felt very hot. Without making a fuss or drawing attention to herself she stood up a few moments later when I had finished speaking, (and people were dispersing to their groups), and slowly realised that her left ankle and foot had been completely healed. She began cautiously to walk around and when the realisation of what had happened dawned on her she came to me and said, “I think I’ve been healed”.

Later, I took time to check the details carefully with her.  As the weeks passed the healing remained and we gave her opportunity to testify to Jesus’ healing grace. The distinctive feature of this miracle is that whereas almost all the other healings we witnessed involved the laying on of hands and prayer ministry, in this instance Jesus brought honour to himself by healing sovereignly, (it was his decision and choice and was not a direct answer to petitionary prayer), perfectly (100% healing that has remained since that moment) and instantly (the healing took place in a moment, not over a period of time). In this respect we may cautiously and humbly describe this merciful act of grace as being like the healings He worked while on this earth.
