The provision of money for Eric’s house

This was among the most dramatic interventions of God and answer to prayer that I have ever witnessed. 

After a year in Netherthorpe I was offered the possibility to being given a curate, which was astonishing given that the church was so small. We were told that we would have to find a house for him and his family, and the Diocese said it could afford £400pm but we would have to provide all the rest, and if we did, then we’d get the curate, if not we wouldn’t. There was a long process of searching for money. At first we were working towards a total of £800pm, which was negotiated down to £600, and then after more work led to a situation where after a number of weeks we needed £100 per month to enable Eric to be appointed. Many were praying, and it came to a head. I spent one day fasting and the very next day a man walked into my house and promised to give me £120 per month as well as a large donation which we used towards the building fund. I questioned him carefully and he promised me that he had known absolutely nothing of this specific need. God had provided exactly – even more that needed – at exactly the moment it was needed.
